Advanced Placement Program
Expectations and Procedures

Travis High School

Rationale for the AP Program
The Advanced Placement (AP) Program at Travis High School prepares students for the higher rigors and expectations of the college classroom and will help students become eligible for college credit.  Additionally,   AP increases eligibility for scholarships and makes candidates more attractive to colleges.  As a result, the expectations of the AP student at Travis High School surpass those of the traditional student.  The AP teachers at Travis High School have created a policy specific to the AP student.  These policies will help ensure the success of the AP student both now and in future college courses.  It is expected that students in the AP program will adhere to the following policies.

Grade Requirements
The AP student will maintain a minimum average of 75% each six weeks.  If a student does not meet this requirement, the following actions will occur:

· Academic probation for the following six weeks.  During probation, the student is expected to achieve a minimum score of 80%

· If a student scores lower than a 75% for two consecutive grading periods, a conference will be called with the student, parent, counselor, assistant principal, and appropriate teacher in attendance

· Failure to meet grade requirement could result in additional probation, tutoring, mentoring, and/or exit from the program.
Homework Policy
Students in the AP Program should expect to have a minimum of one hour of homework per week in each class, however many classes exceed this amount each week.  Expectations for submission (e.g. typing) will vary by teacher.  In order to assure that the student is successful in the AP class, it is expected that the work is completed honestly and on time.
Late Work Policy
Late work is not accepted in the AP Program.  Work not completed by the deadline will be given a grade of zero (0).  Ample time will be given to complete all assignments.
If a student has an excused absence, it is the sole responsibility of the student to obtain the makeup work and complete the work within three school days of the absence.  Work not turned in within three school days will be considered late.
Attendance Requirements

In order to be successful, a student must be present.  The AP student must not compile more than three (3) unexcused absences through the course of a semester.  If a student reaches this limit, a conference will be called which may result in probation, tutoring, community service, and/or exit from the program.

Academic Dishonesty
The AP student is expected to be academically honest at all times.  Academic dishonest includes, but is not limited to, cheating on tests and quizzes, copying essays, copying sections without citing, cut-and-pasting from other works, copying homework, etc.  

Academic dishonesty will result in one or more of the following actions:
· A zero (0) grade for the assignment with no opportunity to make up

· A call to the parent

· A referral to administration

· A parent conference

· Academic probation in all classes

· Removal from the AP Program 
Exit Policy
If a request for removal from the AP Program is made, a conference must first be held to discuss concerns and potential consequences of the removal.  This conference MUST include the student, parent, AP teacher, and counselor at minimum.  Others, such as the assistant principal and other teachers, may attend as necessary.
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No student will be removed from an AP course before such a conference and communication has been made between the above listed parties.

I agree to adhere to all the expectations of the AP Program.  I understand that these procedures and expectations are in place to help promote my academic future, ensure academic success, and protect the integrity of the Travis High School AP Program.

Failure to follow these expectations will result in proper disciplinary action.
